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A  Lonesome  Hero - Sgt. Robert S. Haws, 30th Infantry 

Division,119th Infantry Regiment, K Company 

Mid-September 1944, the southern part of the province of Limburg was liberated.by American soldiers. 
These soldiers belonged to the 30th Infantry Division, known as “Old Hickory” and consisted of the 
117th, 119th and 120th Infantry Regiments.The 117th was active from Maastricht to Geulhem, the 
119th operated from Valkenburg to Gulpen and on the 120th Regiment was operating on eastern 
flank.The vicinity of Schin op Geul and Wylre was liberated by the 3rd Battalion of the 119th Regiment  
assisted by 3rd Battalion of the 117th Regiment, operating from Oud Valkenburg and Strucht. During 
the fighting in this area, soldiers from both Battlions. were killed and one of them was Robert Sidney 
Haws. 

Robert was born in Philomont Loudoun County, Virginia in the northeastern part of the United States. 
He was the son of Isaac Haws from Milwaukee Wisconsin and Daisy Pierce from Philomont, Virginia. 
Daisy was only 16 years old when Robert was born and according to the 1930 census data, Robert 
lived with his mother, his younger sister and with his grandparents. Later he lived with his Aunt and 
Uncle Frank and Mary Pierce, also of Philomont. He enlisted in the Army on June 2, 1941 in Richmond 
and entered military service at Camp Wheeler in Georgia. 

He received further military training at Fort Jackson, SC and Camp Atterbury Ind. While still in training, 
it is thought he married Myrtie Lee Argo probably from Mecca, Georgia. On January 4, 1944, he 
embarked for England for more training. On July 14, his unit landed in France, fought through France, 
Belgium and into the Netherlands, where he was killed on September 14 liberating the village of 
Wylre.. 

What happened to Robert during those days in September in Wylre? Robert was a Sergeant  in 119th Infantry 
Regiment, of K Company. The 119th at that time had its CP at Ingber but on Wednesday, September 13, the 
first American soldiers approached the hamlet of Beertsenhoven where the first battles took place at 17:10 
hours. This was to be the last action of that day. 

That night  two reconnaissance patrols went toward Fromberg Strucht Schoonbron and Wylre and they were active all through the night. The 
Germans had barricaded roads with trees and had destroyed the bridge over the river Geul. They had retreated behind the embankment of the 
railroad (Schin op Geul-Kerkrade) on the other side of the village.  On September 14 at approximately 10:00 hours some U.S. soldiers managed 
to cross the river and get into the village. As they marched in the direction of Schin op Geul, they suddenly came under heavy fire from German 
machine guns from the Fromberg area. The American soldiers retreated to the houses in the village and soon learned that the village was 
occupied by at least 150 German soldiers. The American GI’s spent most of the day clearing out several of the enemy positions. 

The mystery of the missing: Robert died on or about September14 on a road leading to up a hill called Dikkebuik, just across the railroad near 
the lime kilns, in a field at Wylre. He died from a shot to the head in a hand to hand fight and the body of the German soldier he fought lies a few 
yards away from his. Strangely enough, his death was unnoticed and unreported. Was he acting alone? Probably not. Was he backing his 
retreating buddies? Why was his death not reported by his fellow soldiers? In any case, his body was not removed, was lying on the road and 
finally some villagers brought the body to a local carpenter who made a coffin for him. After a simple ceremony on September 18, Robert was 
burried at the local cemetery. Church services were arranged for his soul and he was honored by the whole local community. A little wooden 
cross marked with his name marked his grave. How was it possible that all this happened without any questions being asked by the Army 
officials? Robert was reported as “Missing in Action” and that was what got printed in a local newspaper, Loudoun County News, in his home 
town. His mother and widow were also informed by the Army that Robert was officially listed as “Missing in Action.” It was’nt until May 1945, that 
the Army realized that Robert had been buried in a local cemetary in the village of Wylre. His family finally received a telegram, informing them 

  



that Robert had been killed in action in Holland. This information also appeared in an article in the Blue Ridge Herald dated May 31, 1945. Soon 
thereafter,  Robert was reinterred in the U.S. Military Margraten Cemetary ... Plot SS, Row 8, Grave 200 on October 22, 1945. 

The mystery of mistaken identity: On April 9, 1945, Mrs. Myrtie Haws received a package containing Roberts personal belongings which 
included some Catholic medals, a chain, dog tags, a comb, a dictionary and a personal letter. On June 22, 1945, the Army Effects Office 
forwarded a check for $35.90 to the widow for some personal property that had belonged to her husband Robert. But on August 14, she 
received another letter, stating that she had to return the money because of a clerical error. The personal property in question actually belonged 
to a SSgt. Robert S. Haws who came from Provo, Utah and who’d been wounded somewhere in Italy. 

The mystery of disappearance: In April, 1947 a letter was sent to the widow with a request for “disposition of remains.”  The request was 
never answered, so the American Red Cross was asked to find Mrs Haws. By August of 1948, the Red Cross had not found Mrs. Haws so they 
gave up their attempts. What they did find out was that she had remarried and moved to Washington but letters to her last known address were 
marked non-deliverable. So by law,  the father, Ike Haws, became Next Of Kin but he could not be found either. He had left for Milwaukee 
Wisconsin, and after a laborious search it proved he was deceased. Next in line, was his mother Daisy as the “NOK.” A search revealed that 
she too left Philomont, remarried and had moved to Berryville or Airmont,  Virginia.  All letters addressed to those addresses were returned non-
deliverable too. So, on May 16, 1949 it was administratively decided by the U.S. Army, that  Sgt. Robert S. Haws remains would be reinterred at 
the Margraten Cemetery. At last Robert found his last and final resting place on July 15, 1949 at Plot D, Row 16, Grave 3.  

It may seem that Robert had nobody left to care about him but that is just not true. Robert lives in the hearts and minds of the older inhabitants 
of the village Wylre in South Limburg. To this day, they regard it as their solemn duty for the present and future generations to remember and 
honor Roberts ultimate sacrific. We all owe our freedoms to men like Robert. Because of what they did, we now enjoy the freedom that we so 
hold dear. Sgt. Robert S. Haws, will always be remembered and honored as our hero and we all thank you!

The undersigned certifies that Robert S. Haws, SSN33094373 , has fallen “in het Veld” at 
Wylre on September 13, 1944 by a shot to the head fired by a German soldier.  Sgt. Haws 
was buried on September 18 in the Catholic cemetery at Wylre, under the supervision of the 
undersigned and according to Roman Catholic habit by Pastor Schulpen. The coffin was 
delivered by the undersigned on behalf of the Dutch Red Cross department to Maastricht 
and the body of Robert S. Haws was put into the coffin by myself. Services were held at 
different times. Signed in Wylre, October 20, 1945 by E.J. van Loo. 
 
The undersigned certifies that Robert S. Haws 33094373 has fallen “in het Veld” at Wylre, on 
September 13, 1944 by a shot to the head fired by German soldier. Sgt. Haws was buried on 
September 18 in the Catholic cemetery in Wylre, under the supervision of the undersigned 
J.J. Schulpen, Pastor at Wylre according to Roman Catholic direction. On a different day 
Holy Masses were assigned for his soul peace and a solemn High Mass was held on 
October 15 which was offered and attended by the whole parish of Wylre. Signed and dated 
in Wylre, October 20, 1945  by J.J. Shells, Pastor of Wylre.

October 8, 1918 :After assuming command of G-Company, 118th 
Infantry at Montbrehain, Lt. James C. Dozier´s unit came under attack by 
six German machinegun crews in advance of their line. Although 
wounded, Dozier signaled his men to take cover. Utilizing one of his 
machinegun crews to provide cover fire, Dozier outflanked and silenced 
the six German positions with grenades and his pistol. He and G-
Company also captured 470 Germans during the battle. After receiving 
the Medal of Honor, Dozier´s achievement was selected by the 
government as one of the 12 most remarkable exploits during World War 
I. Painting Title: "Remarkable Dozier" Painting by: Pamela Patrick

DOZIER, JAMES C . Rank and Organization: First Lieutenant, U.S. 
Army, Company G, 118th Infantry, 30th Division. Place and Date: Near 
Montbrehain, France, 8 October 1918. Entered Service At: Rock Hill, S.C. 
Born: 17 February 1885, Galivants Ferry, N.C. G. O. No.: 16, W.D., 1919.  

Citation:  In command of 2 platoons, 1st. Lt. Dozier was painfully wounded in the shoulder early in the attack, but he continued to lead his men 
displaying the highest bravery and skill. When his command was held up by heavy machinegun fire, he disposed his men in the best cover 
available and with a soldier continued forward to attack a machinegun nest. Creeping up to the position in the face of intense fire, he killed the 
entire crew with hand grenades and his pistol and a little later captured a number of Germans who had taken refuge in a dugout nearby. 
 
 
 

January 22, 1926: Dozier Sworn in as TAG : World War I Medal of Honor recipient James C. 
Dozier was sworn into office as The Adjutant General of S.C. following the unexpected death of 
Robert E. Craig during a National Guard Association of the U.S. conference in St. Augustine, 
Fla. Dozier would serve another 33 years as the Adjutant General. He is credited for rebuilding 
the S.C. National Guard between the world wars and during the Great Depression. He is also 
responsible for saving Fort Jackson by accepting custody of the facility from the War 
Department shortly after being sworn in. He was successful in providing work for the 
unemployed, as well as providing work space for his fellow Guardsmen, when he persuaded 
the Works Progress Administration to build 38 new armories.
